Welcome to Billinge Chapel End School and Nursery.

As a parent you will be looking to choose the best possible educational provision for your child.

Chapel End is a happy, successful school in the semi -rural village of Billinge. We are two -form entry and
there are currently 290  children on roll. We also have a 52 placement Nursery (26 places in the morning and
26 in the afternoon) in a dedicated, purpose dbuilt setting. We have six Junior classes (Y3, Year3&4 and Year
4, Year5, Mixed Y5&6 and Year 6), one Year2 class, a mixed Yearl&2 class and two mixed Reception/Year 1

classes.

We believe that children develop most effectively in an environment where they feel safe, secure and valued
and it is this ethos that most visitors comment upon when they come into our school. Having strong
partnerships with parents is fundamental to achieving this and we encourage all our parents to become
involved in school life at every possible opportunity

At Billinge Chapel End we are committed to ensuring that our children are provided with a curriculum that is
challenging, exciting and personalised to meet their individual needs. Children with specific learning needs
are catered for extremely well by our team of dedicated support staff, and children who are identified with

a gift or talent have access to a wide range of enhanced provision. When designing our curriculum, we use
our local environment as much as possible to enhance the children's experience and learning, and we also
encourage a healthy interest in sports and outdoor pursuits using our extensive and well equipped grounds.

In addition to a broad, vibrant and engaging curriculum we offer a diverse range of extra curricular activities
including drama, choir, orchestra, football, dance, multi skills, judo and many others.

We work closely with all our children in developing a sense of community within and around our school and our
school council and Eco council provide the vehicle for ensuring their views are recognised as part of our
planning for school improvement.




ADMISSION ARRANGEMENTS:

Admissions to the school are controlled by the St Helens Education Authority in accordance with their policy.

The admission number is 60.

Parents wishing to visit the nursery or school in connection with the possible admission of their child are invited

to do so by making an appointment, either by telephoning the school or calling at the school office.
