If you need to attend Breakfast Club in an emergency, on a day that you haven't booked,
please ring Breakfast Club on that morning and see if there is a place available.
Likewise, if you need After School Club and you haven't booked in please ring school and
we can see if there is a space.

If you need to cancel a booking on the day please ring school and speak to a member of
staff to inform them that you don't need the place on that day. This place can then be
offered to another child. If you need fo cancel a future booking you can do this by email.

Please be aware that staff have the authority to refuse a booking if the SchoolMoney
account is not up to date.
